President’s Corner . ..

We are pleased to have added several “good
old days” pictures to our archives, Janel
Shellito and her daughter, Nancy Shellito
Kallinen, recently loaned us several photo-
graphs that have been in their family for years.
We now have a picture, taken in 1914, of one
of the original Kenmore mill shacks. Nancy's
father, Victor, was two years old when this pic-
fure was taken with his mother, Ethel. Nancy's
grandfather, Sterling Shellito, was a mainte-
nance man for the John McMaster Shingle
Mill.

Nancy's grandmother, Ethel Shellito, wrote on
the back of the mill shack photo, “Moved into
this shack December 28, 1908—moved out No-
vember 10,. 1915. Victor D. Shellito was born
in this shack June 10, 1912."

This family also loaned us a great John
McMaster crew photo, taken in 1909, the year
of the Alaska Yukon Pacific Exposition. It
shows 24 mill workers, including Sterling
Shellito, and owner John McMaster. We had
the names of most of the crew members taken
from a 1909 copy of the “Bothell sentinel ", but
not the picture to go with them.

You will soon be able to view the above men-
tioned framed photos at the Kenmore Commu-
nity Club, along with a picture of the mill and
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
